window for trade deal with Washingto

The US-India
trade relationship
in the Trump era
has been dismal

AMERICA'S ELECTIONS PRO-
VIDE a narrow window of
opportunity for its trading
partners. Across the world,
negotiators will have seen a
man from Maine givena prime
spot at the Republican
National Convention: Lobster-
man Jason Joyce spoke about
how President Donald Trump
had "brokered a deal to end
European Union tariffs of 8%
on Maine live lobsters and up
to 20% on Maine lobster prod-
ucts." It is no coincidence that,
in 2016, Trump won only one
of Maine's four electoral col-
lege seats.

Trump, behind in the polls,
isdesperatelytrying to moder-
ate the effects of his poorly
considered tradewar on crucial
voters. The world's trade
bureaucrats should have had

peninhand on the second day
of the RNC: Miners, fishermen
and farmers from states that
Trump considers electorally
important took turns in the
spotlight.Figure out what they
want, give the US president
somethingheimagineshe can
sell to them and you have an
opportunity to getaquickdeal
through. That's clearly what
the EU had in mind when it
signed a"mini trade deal" that,
in return for a concession on
lobsters, got the US to commit
to slashing a range of tariffs in
half.

Here in New Delhi, time to
strikea similarlyadvantageous
deal is running out. The US-
India trade relationship in the
Trump era has been dismal -
partly because Indian trade
officials have been slower than
their counterpartsin Europe or
even Chinato figure outhowto
use America's electoral divi-
sions to their advantage.
India's commerce minister
insists that we are "almost
there" on a "quick trade deal";
writing in the current issue of
Foreign Affairs, however, US

Trade Representative Robert
Lighthizer complains that
India is "at times, a trouble-
some trading partner for the
United States."

Agricultural imports are
the sticking point. What Indian
negotiators have offered
Washington is apparently a
"step-by-step reduction in
import duties" on high-value
products. And they've tacked
on a ton of other concessions,
including a discussion on

reducing tariffs on technology
products. A better strategy,
though, might be to focus on
an immediate, targeted pack-
agethat couldbe struck before
the US vote. In that case, mini-
mal concessions could resultin
abig payoff.

An obvious target would be
the dairy sector. (Hello, Wis-
consin!) One report suggests
Lighthizer wants India to
promise to buy $6 billion
worth of US agricultural and

dairy goods. While that would
putasizeable dentinthetrade
deficit the US runs with India,
it'sthekind of pledge that's dif-
ficult for a market economy to
make. Even the Chinese are
struggling to fulfil their
promise, made in January, to
buy $36.5 billion worth of US
agricultural goods.

Yet, if India at least
promised to drop the real irri-
tants - non-tariff barriers that
prevent the import of most
American dairy products - the
two countries might get some-
where.

The problem is, unsurpris-
ingly, electoral politics on the
Indian side: Given that Indian
election campaigns can
revolve around "cow protec-
tion," the Indians want the US
to agree that no dairy imports
will come from cows fed on
animal protein.

Everyone knows what the
compromise will have to be:
some form of labelling.

If, after that, Indians still
don't consume US dairy prod-
ucts, that'sjusthowthe market
works.

RETAIL BEHEMOTH AMA-

The Federal Aviation
Administration designated
Amazon Prime Air an "air car-
rier," the company said Mon-
day. That allows Amazon to
begin its first commercial
deliveries in the US under a
trial programme, using the
high-tech devices it unveiled
for that purpose last year.

Amazon and its competi-
tors must still clear some
imposingregulatoryand tech-
nical hurdles before small
packages holding the likes of
catfood ortoothpaste can rou-
tinely be dropped at people's
homes. But the action shows
that they've convinced the
government they're ready to
operatein the highlyregulated
aviation sector.

"This certification is an
important step forward for
Prime Air and indicates the
FAA's confidence in Amazon's
operating and safety proce-
dures for an autonomous
drone delivery service that will
one daydeliver packages to our

financi“. ep. .in

customers around the world,"
David Carbon,an Amazon vice
president who oversees Prime
Air,said in a statement.

The FAA confirmed it had
granted the approval,sayingin
a statement that it's trying to
support innovation in the
expanding drone arena while
ensuring that the devices oper-
ate safely.

Amazon joins Wing, the
Alphabet Inc subsidiary, and
United Parcel Service Inc as
companies that have gotten
FAAapproval to operate under
the federal regulations govern-
ing charter operators and
small airlines.

Wing, with partners Wal-
greens and FedEx Corp, has
been conductinglimited drone
deliveries under a similar FAA
approval in Virginia since last
year. UPS flies medical supplies

within a hospital campus in
Raleigh, North Carolina. Other
smaller companies and start-
ups are also seeking expanded
FAA approvals.

Amazon will begin its own
delivery tests, it said, declining
to say where and when they
would occur.It operates several
test sites in the US Northwest
and in the nearby Vancouver
area.

It previously performed
experimental deliveries in the
UK. To receive FAA certifica-
tion, the company had to docu-
ment everything from pilot-
training programmes to drug
testing. It also demonstrated
its operations for FAA inspec-
tors in recent days.

FORTY PERCENT OF AMERI-
CANS back President Donald
Trump's threat to ban video-
sharing app TikTok if it is not
sold toa USbuyer,according to
a Reuters/Ipsos national poll,
suggesting that many support
the effort to separate the social
media upstart fromits Chinese
parent.

The poll published Monday,
which surveyed 1,349 adult
respondents across the United
States,found that 40% backed
Trump's recent executive order
forcing China's ByteDance to

sellits TikTok operationsin the
United States by September
15. Thirty percent of the
respondents said they opposed
the move, while another 30%
said they didn't know either
way.

The responses were largely
split along party lines, and
many of thosewho agreed with
Trump's order said they do not
know much about TikTok.
Among Republicans,forexam-
ple, 69% said they supported
the president's order while
only 329% said theywere famil-
iar with the app. Twenty-one
percent of Democrats also sup-
ported Trump's order.
